We learned that quite often 
women dressed as men and fought in 
the war because they would be paid to 
fight, but if they stayed home they 
would end up possibly starving to 
death because women were not al-
lowed to work for enough money to

School and some High School stu-
dents and staff took a field trip to 
the Civil War reenactment at the 
Underwood Farms in Moor-
park.  Individuals dressed up in 
Civil War period costumes for 15 
stations and had fabulous displays
